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15,000 POLISH JEWS DRIVEN FROM REICH; FATE HANGS ON BERL | N-WARSAW PARLEYS

WARSAW, Oct. 30. (JTA) -- WHILE THE MASS EXPULSI1ON OF PoL1SH JEWS FROM GERMANY HAS
BEEN HALTED PENDING OUTCOME OF BERLIN-WARSAW NEGOTIATIONS NEXT WEEK, REPORTS TO THE
JEWISH TELEGRAPHIC AGENCY 1MNDICATED TODAY THAT [5,000 PERSONS HAD BEEN DRIVEN ACROSS THE
BORDER INTO POLAND BEFORE THE DEPORTATIONS WERE STOPPED.

MEANWHILE, DEPORTEES WHO HAD NOT YET CROSSED THE FRONTIER WERE BEING RETURNED TO
THEIR HOMES TO AWAIT RESULT OF THE CONVERSATIONS TO REGULATE THE STATUS OF PoLISH JEWS
IN GERMANY. FATE ofF THE 15,000 ALREADY DRIVEN | NTO POLAND WILL ALSO BE DETERMINED BY THE
NEGOT | AT |ONS.

REPORTS REACHING HERE FROM VARIOUS FRONTIER POSTS WHERE THE DEPORTEES ARE CONCENTRAT=-
ED DREW A PICTURE OF NAZI BARBARISM AT ITS WORST IN THE EXPULSION DRIVE. AMONG THE EXILES
WERE MANY SICK AND ELDERLY MEN, WOMEN AND CHILDREN, JEWISH RELIEF ORGANIZATIONS AND RED
CROSS UNITS WERE EXERTING EVERY EFFORT TO RELIEVE THEIR TRAGIC PLIGHT.

FROM THE BORDER TOWN OF ZBONSZYN, WHERE 5,000 DEPORTEES ARRIVED FRIDAY NIGHT, IT WAS
LEARNED THAT A TRAIN FROM HaMBuRG, WITH |,000 JEWISH PASSENGERS ON IT, HAD BEEN STOPPED
THREE AND A HALF MILES FROM THE FRONTIER. STORM TROOPERS WITH FIXED BAYONETS AND MACHINE
GUNS ORDERED THE REFUGEES TO AL IGHT AND THEN DROVE THEM THROUGH THE DARKNESS TOWARD THE
BORDER, WARNING THEM AGAINST LOOKING BACKWARD. CHILDREN WHO SCREAMED WERE WARNED THEIR
HEADS WOWD BE CUT OFF IF THEY DID NOT KEEP QUIET.

A NUMBER OF COLD, HUNGRY BOYS AND GIRLS, SOME OF THEM ILL, ALL STILL DRESSED IN
THEIR SCHOOL UNIFORMS AND CARRYING SCHOOL BOOKS, WERE AMONG THOUSANDS OF EXILES WHO ARRIVED
AT KATTOWIGE. ALL HAD BEEN TAKEN FROM THEIR SCHOOLS AND, WITHOUT EVEN A CHANCE OF BIDDING
THEIR PARENTS FAREWELL, HAD BEEN HERDED INTO TRAINS AND TAKEN TO THE BORDER.

A JEWESS WHO BROKE HER LEG EN ROUTE FROM A POINT IN THE INTERIOR OF GERMANY WAS
FORCED TO CONTINUE HER TRIP TO KATTOWICE. POL1S8H JEWS FROM TOWNS BORDERING THE FRONTIER
WERE LITERALLY DRIVEN ACROSS ROADS AND FIELDS TO THE BORDER.

FROM OTHER DEPORTEE CENTERS ON THE FRONTIER, IT WAS REPORTED THAT MANY CHILDREN HAD
BEEN DRIVEN FROM ORPHANAGES AMND SICK PERSONS FROM HOSPITALS, AND FORCED TO JOIN THE TRAGIC
TREK TO THE FRONTIER.
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CHIEF FOCAL POINT OF THE REFUGEE TRAINS WERE ZBONSZYN, WHERE 5,000 WERE DISCHARGED
FRIDAY AND SATURDAY; CHOJNICE, WHERE 5,000 WERE UMLOADED, KATTOWICE AND BYTEM. THOSE WHOSE
PAPERS WERE IN ORDER WERE PERMITTED To G0 ON To CRACOW, Lwow, Lobz, STANISLAWOW AND KALOMY,
WHERE THE LOCAL JEWISH COMMUNITY ORGANIZATIONS PROVIDED RELIEF. REPRESENTATIVES OF THE
WaARsAW REFUGEE AID CoMMITTEE WERE SENT TO ALL FRONTIER POSTS WHERE DEPORTEES WERE TO BE
FOUND.

REPRISAL DEPORTATIONS OF GERMAN CITIZENS, MOST OF THEM JEWS, WERE HALTED BY THE PoLiI8H
GOVERNMENT WHEN ANNOUNCEMENT OF THE NEGOTIATIONS WAS MADE.

OFFICIAL CIRGLES IN WARSAW TOLD THE JEWISH TELEGRAPHIC AGENCY THAT THE NAZI EXPULSION
ORDER REFERRED OMLY TO INDIVIDUALS DUE TO UNDERGO EXAMINATION BY THE POLISH CONSULAR AUTHOR-
ITIES. THE POL1SH PRESS 1S PUBLISHING OMY THE BRIEFEST OF COMMUNIQUES, ISSUED BY THE PoL1SH
TELEGRAPHIC AGENCY. TWO NEWSPAPERS THAT PLBLISHED THEIR OWN REPORTS WERE CONFISCATED.

THEIR PARTICIPATION IN THE NATION'S CULTURAL LIFE AND PROVIDE AN EMIGRATION PLAN THAT WOWLD
HALVE THE JEWISH POPULATION.

THE PUBLICATION, ZESPL, ORGAN OF CIRCLES CLOSE TO AGRICULTURE MINISTER J. PoNIATOWSKI,
URGED INTRODUCTION OF THE BILL IN THE PARL | AMENT WHICH I8 To BE ELECTED NEXT MONTH AS A
"ol UTION OF THE JEWISH PROBLEM AS A STATE PROBLEM TO BE SOLVED BY LEGAL MEANS." THE PoNIAT-
OWSK| GROUP BELONGS TO A SECTION OF THE GOVERMMENT BLOC WHICH 18 OPPOSED TO A TOTAL ITARIAN
REGIME.

PWBLICATION OF THE PROJECT CONFIRMS WIDESPREAD REPORTS THAT SUCH MEASURES WOUWD BE

JEWISH CONGRESS HEARS GOLDMANN CALL FOR EIATTLE TO SAVE JEWS' EXISTENCE

NEW YORK, Oct. 30. (JTA) -- A cALL FOR A "CONSCIOUS, INTENSE AND DESPERATE BATTLE,"
SHOULDER TO SHOUWDER WITH THE DEMOCRATIC POWERS, T0O SAVE THE JEWS FROM BEING MADE A PARIAH
RACE, WHICH WOULD MEAN THEIR MORAL DESTRUCTION, WAS SOUNDED TODAY BY Dr. NAHUM GOLDMANN,
CHAIRMAN OF THE WORLD JEWISH CONGRESS ADMINISTRATIVE CoMMITTEE, BEFORE THE 1938 SESSION
OF THE AMERICAN JEWISH CONGRESS.

"THE DECISIVE DUTY OF JEWISH POLITICS 18 TO RETURN THE SPIRIT OF BATTLE TO THE DES-
PAIRING JEWISH PEOPLE," DR. GOLDMANN TOLD'550 DELEGATES FROM 30 STATES GATHERED AT THE
HoTEL BILTMORE IN THE SECOND DAY'S DELIBERATIONS OF A THREE-DAY SESSION, WHICH HAD LAST
NIGHT ADOPTED A DECLARATION PLEDGING NEVER To SIGN A "MuNicH PACT" WITH JEWRY'S OPPRESSORS.

"THE WATCHWORD OF JEWISH POL ITICS AND JEWISH ACTIVITY MUST BE HIS SELF-DEFENSE --
SELF-DEFENSE WITH ANY AND ALL METHODS," SAID THE JEWISH DIPLOMAT WHO HAD COME FROM GENEVA
FOR THE SESSION. "PHYSICALLY ATTACKED, WE MUST PROTECT DURSELVES PHYSICALLY. ECONOMICALLY
DISCRIMINATED AGAINST, WE MUST DEFEND OURSEL LES ECONOMICALLY. POLITICALLY PERSECUTED, WE
MUST FIGHT BACK POLITICALLY. THE WORLD MUST NO LONGER BE ALLOWED TO BELIEVE THAT JEWS ARE
UNATTACHED AND THAT THE 16,000,000 JEWS IN THE WORLD ARE A FACTCR ONE CAN PLAY WITH AT
WiLL."

DR. GOLOMANN'S ADDRESS THIS AFTERNOON CLIMAXED THE DELIBERATIONS SO FAR. PRIOR TO
THE OPENING YESTERDAY, A SECOND CONGRESS HOUSE FOR REFUGEES WAS DEDICATED, WITH PROF
ALBERT EINSTEIN AND AcTiNG Mavor NewsoLD MORR!IS MAKING PLEAS FOR REFUGEES. LAST NIGHT,
DR.

CONGRESS ADMINISTRATIVE COMMITTEE, AND ALSO CONSIDEREDC REPORTS :ON PROBLEMS OF JEWISH UNITY,
ECONOMIC QUESTIONS, EDUCATIONAL WORK, ORGANIZATION, BOYCOTT, REFUGEE AID AND THE: YOUTH
DIVISION SUBMITTED BY THE LEADERS OF THESE ACTIVITIES. MmR. ZUCKERMAN SPOKE ON POLAND,
STRESSING THE IMPORTANCE OF STRENGTHENING JEWISH UNITY.

TONIGHT A CROWDED CARMEGIE HALL WAS THE SCENE OF A PLBLIC RALLY ON PALESTINE.
SENaTOR ROBERT WAGNER, THE PRINCIPAL SPEAKER, CALLED UPON GREAT BRITAIN TO FULFILL HER
PLEDGES TO THE JEWISH PEOPLE AS "THE ACID TEST OF INTERNATIONAL HONOR," EXPRESSING BEL |EF

"™IT 1S Now FIVE MINUTES TO TWELVE," DrR. GOLDMANN SAI1D. "IF THE SITUATION CONTINUES,
ALL OF THE 16,000,000 JEWS WILL- NOT BE MURDERED AND DESTROYED, BUT WE SHALL LOSE THE
EQUAL RIGHTS WITHOUT WHICH WE CANMOT EXIST IN THE TWENTIETH CENTURY, AND BE RELEGATED TO
THE POSITION OF A PARIAH RACE. GHETTO JEWS COULD LIVE AS PARIAHS BECAUSE THEY WERE S0
INTERNALLY STRONG THAT THEY DID NOT CONSIDER THEMSELVES PARIAHS BUT THE CHOSEN PEOPLE. AFTER
