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ASSEMBLY INSTRUCTIONS:

1. Connect Long Shelf (E) to Left Panel (C) and Right Panel (D) using the corresponding dowels and holes
located on each part as shown below. Secure them by using (2x) Bolts (J) for the Left Panel (C) and (2x) Bolts
(J) for the Right Panel (D) with Spring washers (K) and Flat washers (L). Tighten using Allen Key (1). Pay
attention to the relative positions and directions of these parts, referring to the drawing below.

2. Connect Long Shelf (E) to Short Divider (F) and Long Divider (G) using the corresponding dowels and holes
located on each part as shown below. Secure them by using (2x) Bolts (J) for the Short Divider (F) and (2x)
Bolts (J) for the Long Divider (G) with Spring washers (K) and Flat washers (L). Tighten using Allen Key (I). Pay
attention to the relative positions and directions of these parts, referring to the drawing below.

3.  Fit Bottom Panel (B) to the parts already assembled in prior steps by aligning the corresponding dowels and
hole locations from each part. Align and fit the Left Panel (C), Right Panel (D), and Long Divider (G) to Bottom
Panel (B). Secure Bottom Panel (B) to Side Panel (C&D) and Long Divider (G) by using (6x) Bolts (J) with
Spring washers (K) and Flat washers (L). Tighten using Allen Key (). Make sure not to over tighten the bolts.
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4.  Turn the assembled piece upright as shown below. Fit and secure Top Panel (A) to the assembled parts by
aligning the corresponding dowels and hole locations from each part and using (6x) Bolts (J) with washers
(K&L). Tighten using Allen key (I). Make sure not to over tighten the bolts.

5.  Attach Back Panel (H) to back edges of the media stand. Make sure holes on Back Panel (H) match
corresponding pre-drilled holes on the back edge of the media stand. Secure Back Panel (H) to the media
stand using (22x) Wood Screws (M).
