 Remove all parts and hardware from the box and lay out on a clear carpeted or scratch-free work surface, as 

this will avoid damaging parts during assembly. The shipping box provides an ideal work surface. 

 Do not dispose of any packaging or contents of the shipping carton until assembly is completed to avoid 

accidentally discarding small parts or hardware. 

 Use the parts and hardware lists below to identify and separate each of the pieces included. 

 The illustrations provided allow for easier assembly when used in conjunction with the assembly instructions. 

 The use of power tools to aid in assembly is not recommended. Power tools can damage hardware and split

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Assembly Instruction Steps:

2. Carefully turn the Table Top (A) upside down on soft, scratch-free surface such as a carpet or rug. Insert the 

Wood Dowel (H) to the top as shown, and then attach Left Side (A) and Right Side (B) to Top Panel (A), insert 

Bolt (G) thru Spring Washer (F) and Flat Washer (E), securely tighten all bolts with Allen Key (I).

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3. Carefully turn the table upright. Align the slider at Bottom Rail (D) with the slider on table side (A&B) as shown,

4. Insert drawer back to the top as the shown. Assembly is complete. 
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Adjusting the levelers: 

Due to an uneven floor, the furniture may not sit level due causing it to wobble. If the furniture wobbles, determine 

which corner does not touch the ground correctly. With two people follow these steps: 

1. Carefully elevate the item slightly to provide access to the levelers attached to the bottom. 

2. Turn the levelers until adequate contact will be made with the floor. Gently set down the piece and check 

stability.

Care Instructions: 

 Dust often using a clean, soft, dry and lint-free cloth.
