• LED BULBS ARE NON-REPLACEABLE. 

• This lamp is meant for indoor use. 

• Save these instructions. 

 

WARNING: 

• Do not touch LED’s when fixture is turned on. Do not look directly at lit LED. 

• Keep flammable materials away from lit LED. 

• Do not attempt to disassemble, repair or refit the product. 

 

Pre-assembly: 

 Remove all parts and hardware from box along with any plastic protective packaging. 

 Do not discard any contents until after assembly is complete to avoid accidentally discarding small parts or 

hardware. 

 For your safety and convenience, assembly by two people is recommended.

1. Lay the parts on a clear, flat surface as shown. Insert 

the Supporting Tube (D) onto the upper connection 

head of Lighting Tube (A) and secure with the 2 Set 

Screws (E). Do not fully-tighten these Set Screws (E) 

provisionally. 

2. Insert the open end of Long Bottom Tube (C) into the   

connection head of Short Bottom Tube (B)  and 

secure with the 2 Set Screws (E). Do not fully-tighten 

these Set Screws (E) provisionally. 

 

3. Turn the assembled Tubes (A&D) upright and hold by 

another person. Connect the bottom tube assembly (B&C) 

with the standing tube assembly (A&D) like shown and 

secure with the 4 Set Screws (E). Make sure that all parts 

are connected in right position. Now fully-tighten all 8 Set 

Screws (E) with the Allen Wrench (F). 
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 Care instructions: 

• Wipe clean with a soft, dry cloth or static duster.  

• Always avoid the use of harsh chemicals or abrasive cleaners as they may cause damage to the fixture’s finish.
