assembly instructions

-Remove all parts and hardware from box along with any plastic protective packaging.

-Do not discard any contents until after assembly is complete to avoid accidentally discarding small
parts or hardware.

Assembly Instructions:
1. Insert the harp (C) into the saddle (F), and lower the two harp C
caps (D) until they cover the two-pronged saddle.

2. Unscrew the finial (A) from the harp. Place the shade (B) over D
the assembled harp, making sure the top extends through the

hole at the top of the shade.

3. Attach the finial and tighten to secure the shade. F
4. Insert one 100-watt maximum type A bulb (not included) into

the socket (E).

5. Plug into the proper electrical outlet and test fixture.

Care instructions:
-Clean with soft, dry cloth.
-Always avoid the use of harsh chemicals or abrasive cleaners as they may cause damage to the lamp.
