The Report of Induced Abortion Form asks
questions about how much the abortion cost
and who paid forthe abortion. Table 7, on the
next page, indicates that in 2022, 81.8
percent of all abortions performed in South
Dakota were self-pay while 16.8 percent
were paid by private insurance and 1.5

percent were paid by public health plans. Of
the 25 abortions paid by private insurance or
a public health plan, 24 were paid by a fee-
for-service insurance company, and 1 was
paid by a managed care insurance company.

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The Voluntary and Informed Consent form is
used to collect data regarding informed
consent information supplied to abortion
patients. There were a total of 157 Voluntary
and Informed Consent forms received. Of
those, 137 indicated that the pregnant
mother went on to obtain the induced
abortion while 20 did not have the procedure.

The data showed that of the 157 Voluntary
and Informed Consent forms received, 141
received the medical information in person.
Of the 157 forms that were received, 138
indicated that the medical information was
provided by the physician performing the
induced abortion and three received this
information from a referring physician.
Physicians performing the abortion supplied
145 of the pregnant mothers with the
resource information. Three reported
receiving the information from a referring
physician. A total of 144 pregnant mothers
reported receiving the resource information
by telephone and four reported receiving the
information in person.

Ofthe 157 formsreceived, 147 indicated that
the pregnant mother was offered the printed
materials on public and private assistance
agencies. It was reported that two pregnant
mothers accepted this information, while 145
did not accept the information. Of the 157
forms received, 147 indicated that the
pregnant mother was offered the Fetal
Growth and Development Booklet. It was
reported that two accepted this information,

while 145 did not accept the information. Of
the 157 forms received, 147 indicated that
the pregnant mother was offered the DOH
website address for “Information on Fetal
Development, Birth, Abortion and Adoption”.
It was reported that three pregnant mothers
accepted this information, while 144 did not
accept the information.

Ofthe 157 formsreceived, 155 indicated that
the pregnant mother was offered the
opportunity to view the sonogram. Of these,
85 accepted the opportunity to view the
sonogram, while 70 did not accept the
opportunity to view the sonogram. Of the 157
forms received, 154 indicated the pregnant
mother was offered the opportunity to hear
the heartbeat of the unborn child. It was
reported that 49 pregnant mothers accepted
the opportunity to hear the heartbeat, while
106 did not acceptthe opportunity to hear the
heartbeat.

Parental Notice

Of the five Parental Consent forms received,
five indicated the pregnant mother was an
unemancipated minor. Four forms indicated
notice was given to the pregnant mother’s
parent or guardian. One form indicated the
parent or guardian was not notified, and a
judge authorized the physician to perform the
induced abortion. All five minor pregnant
mothers went on to have the induced
abortion.
