What is SD-VDRS?

The South Dakota Violent Death Reporting System (SD-VDRS) is a CDC-funded state surveillance system that collects information on
suicides, homicides, undetermined deaths, unintentional firearm deaths, and legal intervention deaths that occur in the state.

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52% of homicide deaths were firearm-related (2020-2021) The largest proportion of homicide deaths
were among males, individuals aged 30-39

years, and those who were American Indian.
