What is SUDORS?

SUDORS is a surveillance system that provides comprehensive data on unintentional and undetermined intent
drug overdose deaths that occur in a state. Information is collected from death certificates, coroner reports, and
toxicology reports.

The largest proportion of overdose deaths
were among males, individuals aged 35-
44 years, and those who were White.

A potential bystander was present in 37% of deaths, indicating there may
have been an opportunity to provide life-saving actions at the time of the
overdose.

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Opioids without stimulants 56% of deaths involved at least one opioid and
44% 37% 8% 48% of deaths involved at least one stimulant.
