While he has no evidence of torticollis, he has right-sided flattening of the occiput as well as flattening
above the right orbit, giving a trapezoidal appearance to his head. His mother confirms that they have been placing him in a
supine position to sleep at night. They also have been giving him “tummy time” at home during the day and, since his last
checkup at 4 months of age, have been alternating his sleeping direction on a weekly basis so that his left and right sides are

facing his bedroom door equally.
