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The humanitarian crisis in Iraq continues to rapidly evolve, with
population movements dispersed throughout the country. With this
increasing displacement, humanitarian needs are also growing.
Since mid-July, humanitarian organizations have reported a steady
increase in the number of IDPs countrywide. Iraq has now one of the
largest populations of IDPs in the world, reaching more than 1.8
million people (around 850 000 IDPs only in the northern Iraq, in
; Kurdistan region) according to the latest UN reports.
