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The Dress Regulation of an Armed Force prescribes the authorization for wearing,
composition and classification of uniforms including the badges of rank, awards and insignia
permitted to be worn on the uniform. It also provides general information on the authorized

material, design and uniform quality control system.

The military uniform is the best-known distinctive attire of the Armies in the world which is
unique and standardized to identify the particular Armed Force of a State. The uniform reflects
order and discipline and calls for subordination by displaying a variety of insignia, including
badges that indicate rank and emphasize the hierarchical structure of Armies. It also symbolizes
respect, honour and power and enhances the soldiers’ stature in the eyes of the public.

The Sri Lanka Army as a part of the disciplined and renowned Sri Lankan Armed Forces,
has all the time paid its utmost attention towards motivating service personnel to wear the uniform
appropriately with all badges of rank, proficiency and merit badges and medals. The Army
personnel who wear the uniform with pride, exhibit that the Sri Lanka Army is professional,

competent and desirous in securing the will and resolve of the nation.

This is the Second Edition of the Sri Lanka Army Dress Regulation and it includes
amendments made to the existing uniforms as per the present requirements. It is certain that this
special edition will guide all Ranks to preserve the glorious traditions and customs of the Sri

Lanka Army whilst ensuring the dissemination of accurate information on the Army Dress

CHAPTER ONE

GENERAL INSTRUCTIONS

1. These regulations may be cited as the Dress Regulations of the Sri Lanka Army.

2. The regulations as to dress, clothing and equipment published on 16 November 1992
and amendments to it will be rescinded on publication of these Regulations in the Gazette.

3. Dress, clothing, equipment, emblems and embellishments in the Sri Lanka Army shall
be as described and illustrated in the schedules appertaining hereto.

4. These regulations apply to all members of the Regular and the Volunteer Forces of the
Sri Lanka Army.

5. No Officer, Officer Cadet, Warrant Officer, Non Commissioned Officer or Soldier
shall deviate from the described and illustrated patterns of dresses, clothing, equipment,
emblems or embellishments in the Sri Lanka Army. Colonel Commandants/Colonels of the
Regiments and Formation Commanders should ensure strict adherence and no deviations
shall be made from those patterns of uniform which have been authorised by the Army. Any
violation of the Dress Regulations is a punishable offence. Request to alter the Regimental
patterns should be submitted through the Colonel Commandants/Colonels of the Regiments
to the Army Headquarters. Changes to approved patterns can be approved only by the
Commander of the Army on the recommendations forwarded by the Army Advisory Board.

6. Sealed patterns of uniform and all military accoutrements shall be maintained for
guidance by the Director Personnel Administration.

7. No unauthorised medals, insignias, badges, ornaments or trinkets can be worn.

8. The appropriate uniform shall be worn by all ranks whilst on duty as described in the
schedules appertaining hereto.

9. No Officer or Other Rank will wear mufti on operational duty unless otherwise
ordered by the Commander of the Army.

10.  The Commander of the Army, may if he deems it desirable, prescribe the wearing of
mufti by Officers, Warrant Officers, Non Commissioned Officers and Soldiers in the
discharge of certain functions under certain circumstances where the wearing of mufti is
thought desirable.

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11.  Officers may wear civilian clothes whilst NOT ON DUTY. Such clothing shall be in
keeping with the standards of appearance and good taste inherent in the wearer's position as a
representative of the Army.

12.  Warrant Officers, Senior Non Commissioned Officers, Non Commissioned Officers
and Soldiers may wear civilian clothes whilst not on duty when authorised by their
Commanding Officer/Head of the establishment.

13. The uniform will not be worn by Officers and Other Ranks when engaged in off duty
civilian employment when specifically prohibited by Army Regulations, or when wearing the
uniforms would bring discredit upon the Army.

14.  The uniform may only be worn by Officers in the Reserve on special occasions such
as ceremonies connected with Remembrance Day, Regimental Functions, etc with the
approval of the Commander of the Army. Other Ranks who have retired from the service and
in reserve are not authorised to wear uniforms.

15. Dress for Military Wedding Ceremonies.

a. Officers. Groom, Best Man/Best Men and all male/female Officers
attending Officers” and Other Ranks’ weddings should wear Dress Nol
(Blues/Greens).

b. Other Ranks.  Groom/Best Man should wear Dress No 4A with the
permission of Commanding Officer. Other Ranks attending the wedding should wear
Dress No 4A. Officers attending the Other Ranks’ weddings should wear Dress Nol
(Blues/Greens).

C. Page Boys. Military-type dress that suits the Regimental patterns without
deviating from the proper dress code can be worn.

16. Dress for Funerals.

a. State and Service Funerals. Officers and Other Ranks attending state and
service funerals should wear Dress No 4. All Officers and Warrant Officers should
wear the Mourning Band on the left hand.

b. Non - Service Funerals. Officers will wear Dress No 5 for non-service
funerals only when ordered by the Army Headquarters. When attending in civil attire,
male Officers should wear Black Trousers, White Long Sleeved Shirt and Black Tie.
Female Officers should wear White Saree. Other Ranks will wear Dress No 6 when
ordered by the Army Headquarters. When attending in civil attire, male Other Ranks
should wear Black Trousers and White Long Sleeved Shirt. Female Other Ranks
should wear White Skirt and White Blouse.

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C. Dress for Corpses.

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CHAPTER TWO

ARMY DRESS REGULATIONS - OFFICERS

GENERAL

1. This order lays down the Dress to be worn by all Officers of the Regular and
Volunteer Forces of the Sri Lanka Army. The adoption of unauthorised patterns of dress,
clothing and equipment, emblems or embellishments is strictly prohibited. Colonel
Commandants/Colonel of the Regiments, Centre Commandants and Commanding Officers
are to ensure that no deviations are made from those patterns of uniform, which have been
authorised by the Commander of the Army.

PATTERNS OF MILITARY ACCOUTREMENTS

2. Detailed description of military accoutrements of all Regimental patterns of uniforms,
badges of ranks, buttons, belts, footwear, etc are laid down in these orders. Sealed Patterns of
every military accoutrement are kept at the Directorate of Personnel Administration and
Directorate of Ordnance Services for references. The Regimental Centres too should maintain
the sealed patterns, pertaining to the Regiment. These regulations contain illustrations of
different patterns of uniforms.

3. Colonel Commandants/Colonel of the Regiments, Centre Commandants or
Commanding Officers shall not introduce or sanction any unauthorised deviation from the
approved pattern of dress, clothing, equipment or badge for experimental or any other
purpose.

FREE ISSUES

4. Certain items of equipment are authorised as free issues to Officers. Officers are also
entitled to periodic replacement of some of these items. Details of these are available in
relevant Army Orders and subject to review from time to time.

OUTFIT ALLOWANCE

5. On commissioning, an Officer is paid an ‘Outfit Allowance’ with which to obtain
certain items of dress, which are not issued. This allowance is not intended to cover the cost
of optional items of dress.

6. Optional items are those which are authorised accoutrements but for which no
provision is made within the ‘Outfit Allowance’. Any additional cost on purchasing of
optional items must be at the Officer’s own expense.
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7. Any Officer on posting or selected for an overseas training course in cold weather
countries or during winter seasons will receive an additional ‘Warm Clothing Allowance’,
based on stipulated Government Regulations. Details of existing ‘Outfit Allowance’ and
‘Warm Clothing Allowance’ are published in relevant Army Orders and subject to review
from time to time.

HAIR, MOUSTACHE AND BEARD

8. The laid down procedures for Hair, Moustaches and Beard are as follows:
a. Hair.
1) Male. Officers at all times should have a decent short haircut in a

manner that the hair does not touch the ears or the collar of any uniform worn.
The back of the neck should be shaved and the sideburns should not be grown
below the line of the first cut of the ear. When wearing headwear, hair should
not be visible on the forehead. Officers are authorised to remain bold headed
only with the recommendation of a Medical Officer and with the approval of
Director Personnel Administration (See Annex A).

(2) Female. Officers who possess long hair will tie up such hair
enabling to wear the headgear. Those who opt to have short hair, will have
their hair done in a manner that the hair does not touch the collar of any
uniform worn (See Annex A).

b. Moustache. Those who opt to have moustache may grow upward and
circle the endpoints. Moustaches will not be permitted to droop below the line of the
upper lip. Any hair below the line of the upper lip should be trimmed (See Annex A).

C. Beard. Officers are not permitted to grow their beard except Officers who
are in the operational strength of Commando Regiment, Special Force Regiment and
Military Intelligence Corps. They are permitted to grow beard with the approval of
respective Colonel of the Regiment (See Annex A).

MAINTENANCE OF UNIFORM

9. An Officer is paid a monthly ‘Uniform Up Keeping Allowance’ in addition to the
facility of being provided with the services of a Batman, if unmarried or paid a ‘Batman
Allowance’ in the case of married Officers. An Officer is expected therefore to maintain
always a high standard of turnout.

TRANSFERS (CHANGE OF REGIMENTS)

10.  Officers transferred to another Regiment or Corps should adopt the Dress Regulation
of the new Regiment or Corps.
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WEARING OF UNIFORM

11.  Officers should wear stipulated uniforms when on duty, attending field training,
camps and schools of instruction, when travelling in service transport, when travelling with
troops and when doing ‘Courier’ or ‘Escort’ duties unless ordered by the Commanding
Officer/Head of the Establishment. When wearing uniform, Officers should always wear a
waist belt and appropriate headwear except when dining in the mess, or is excused from
wearing these items on medical reasons.

12.  Officers undergoing overseas training courses should wear uniforms authorised as per
regulations as required by respective training institutions.

13.  Every male Officer when being a member of a parade should wear Dress No 4
uniform trousers in a manner that the bottom of the trousers should be in tucked inside the
Boot High-leg unless having medical category of ‘Ex-Boots’. None can wear Brogue Uppers
or George Boots with Dress No 4 when being a member of a parade.

14.  All ranks will wear headdress when appearing outdoors in public in uniform.

OFFICERS WILL NOT WEAR UNIFORM

15. Except for attending official/social functions, nominated by the Army Headquarters,
Officers are not permitted to wear the uniform for private purposes or functions without the
approval from the Commander of the Army.

16.  Officers will not under any circumstances avail themselves for private purposes of the
license and advantages, which accrue from the wearing of the uniform. This also applies to
Officers visiting public places or police stations for their personal needs.

17. Wearing of uniform should be discouraged when walking out/going out on shopping.

18.  When the Officers are in foreign countries except for training, they must not wear
uniforms unless ordered to do so or permission be obtained in advance.

19. Stipulated uniforms must not be worn at fancy dress balls, etc. However, there is no
objection being wearing obsolete military uniform on such occasions.

OFFICERS MAY BE DRESSED IN MUFTI

20.  When traveling from or to a railway station/airport/bus stand, or when proceeding or
arriving on duty.

21. When proceeding to or returning from organised games and other recreational
activities, whether as participants or spectators.

22.  When traveling on duty in any public or private conveyance.

29.  Tinted spectacles should not be worn with uniform unless authorised by a Medical
Officer on medical reasons.

DARK GLASSES

30. Dark Glasses can only be worn by Officers when in uniforms, when detailed for
escort duties of His Excellency the President and VVIPs.

NAME TAGS

31.  Officers will wear Name Tags as per the given specifications in Chapter 7. Name
Tags will not be worn with Dress No 1, 2, 3, 4 and 9.

IDENTITY TAGS

32.  All Officers will wear the Identity Tag around the neck. The tag will be of metal
including the Regiment/Officer Number and ‘Blood Group’ engraved on it.
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LANYARDS

33. Except the Female Officers of SLAWC, all other Officers will wear Regimental
Pattern Lanyards with Silver colour Whistle hooked in to the Lanyard on authorised side of
the shoulder with Dress No 4, 4A, 5, 5A, 5B, 6, 6A and 6B, as illustrated at Chapter 7 and
Annex F. Lieutenant Colonel and below Officers of SLAC will not wear lanyard for Dress
No 4. The Lanyards may be worn around the left/right shoulder with the end curving up to
appoint on the breast pocket near the button. Detail patterns for Regimental Lanyards are
given in Chapter 7 of this Regulation.

BADGES AND SHOULDER TAGS

34.  Officers may only wear following authorised badges and tags as ordered in the “Sri
Lanka Army Badge Regulations’. For details, see Chapter 9:

a. National Flag (During overseas service, visits and training courses).

b. Regimental Identification Badge.

C. Formation Badge (Only during the serving period of respective formation).

d. Training School Badges (Appointed Commandants of Army Training Schools
may wear even after relinquishment of the appointment except Regimental Training
Schools).

e. Qualification Badges/Trade Badges.

f. Pre Service Identification/Service Appreciation Badges.

g. Shoulder Tags as ordered.

JEWELLERY AND TRINKETS

35.  Officers are not authorised to wear any Jewellery/Trinkets such as charms, talismans,
bracelets and chains visibly other than the wedding/engagement ring with their uniform.
Female Officers may wear earrings in a manner (tumble - down earrings are not to be worn)
as shown at Annex G.

WRIST WATCHES

36.  Wrist watches will not be worn on parade and highly coloured or fancy type wrist
watches are not to be worn with uniform.
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MOURNING BANDS

37.  When attending ‘State’ or ‘Service Funerals’, Officers will wear black colour crepe or
cloth Mourning Band in the size of 9.5 cm wide, around the left folded shirt sleeve of Dress
No 4. It should not be worn at ceremonies such as ‘Remembrance Day’ parades or at
‘unveiling of memorials’. An Officer in non-military mourning may, when in uniform, wear a
mourning band as described above.

OVERALLS

38. Colonel Commandant/Colonel of the Regiment/Centre Commandant, Commanding
Officer may authorise denims or denim overalls, of approved pattern to be worn in lieu of
normal dress in workshops, on operations, recovery, weapon training and Battle Physical
Training.

TUNIC/JACKET/SHIRT

39.  Theillustration of Tunic/Jacket/Shirt will be as follows (See Chapter 7 for details):

SLEEVES OF THE SHIRTS

40. Shirt Sleeves of Dress No 4 and 5 will be folded by male officers in such a manner
that the width of the fold is not less than 6 cm and not more than 8 cm (approximately 2 %
inch).

41.  The sleeves of the shirts should be folded to an extent that when the arm is bent at
right angles the lower edge of the fold just touches the bent lower arm.

42.  Shirt Sleeves of Dress No 7 and 8 will be folded in a manner that printed area of
camouflage and buttons of the sleeves should be visible when folded. Width of the fold is not
less than 6 cm and not more than 8 cm (approximately 2% inch). These uniforms may be
worn with long sleeves when ordered for special occasions.

43.  In the case of Female Officers’ shirt, sleeve should not be fit or tight on the arm. The
hem of the sleeves of Female Officers should be plain without any cloth border.

TROUSERS/SKIRTS

44.  All Officers will wear their trousers in a manner that when stand upright the front
pleat from waist band to bottom must not be folded in any way. The diameter of the bottom
of the trouser must be within 14-18 inches as appropriate. Trousers should not be tight or fit
on the thigh, calf and ankle. Every male Captain and below Officers except Adjutants and
Staff Officers should wear Dress No 4, 5, 6 and 6A uniform trousers in a manner that the
bottom of the trousers should be tucked inside the Boot High leg. The illustration of Trousers
and Skirts will be as follows (See Chapter 7):

Aiguillettes will be worn by all Lieutenant Colonels and above Officers, members of

the personal staff of either His Excellency the President or an Officer of General Rank.
Officers appointed as Aide-de-Camp to visiting Heads of State or General Officers may also
wear aiguillettes while they are serving in that capacity. The manner of wearing aiguillettes
with different forms of dress are illustrated at Chapter 7 and Annex F. Aids-de-Camp to His
Excellency the President and to General Officers should wear aiguillettes only while they are
being with His Excellency the President or the respective General Officer.

MEDALS

46. Standard Medals will be worn with Dress Nos 1, 3 and 4. Standard Medals should not
be worn with Dress Nol after sunset. Miniatures will be worn with Dress No 2. Medals are
not worn during Regimental duties and mess functions unless ordered. However, with Dress
No 2, Miniatures are always worn. The correct positioning of Medals is illustrated later in
subsequent diagrams in these Regulations. The order of precedence of Orders, Decorations
and Medals will be as published in Army Orders. For details, see Chapter 12 of these
Regulations.

RIBBONS

47. Ribbons will always be worn with Dress No 2A, 3A, 4A, 5, 5A, 6, 6A, 6B, 9,10 and
with Dress Nol after sunset. Ribbons will be of authorised material and will not be covered
over. Ribbons will be worn so that the bottom edge is in line with the top seam of the left side
shirt pocket and centre with the shirt button. The size and order of wear is specified in
Chapter 12 of these regulations.

SWORDS
48. The regulation related to Swords are as follows (See Chapter 7):

a. Swords will be worn or carried only when ordered. Officers of Field Rank and
above will wear the loose sword knot of ‘Regimental Pattern’ and wear tight by
Captain and below officers.

b. Carrying of Swords.

1) The Swords in leather scabbards shall be carried when on parade, with
soldiers carrying side arms.

(2) ‘Slung Swords’ in Metal Scabbards shall be carried by Officers only at
approved occasions. The Sling consists of a set of one Short and one Long
Sling. The Short Sling is fastened by the square end, to the brass die on the
Waist Belt at the left hip; the pointed end is fastened to the upper ring of the
Sword Scabbard. The Rear Long Sling is fastened by the square end to the
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brass die in the centre of the back of the Waist Belt and the pointed end is
fastened to the Lower Ring of the Sword Scabbard. The Long Sling should
emerge from below the centre of the back of the Jacket. The Shoe of the
Scabbard should just reach the ground. General Officers carry the Sword by
the top of the Scabbard in the Left hand, with the Shoe of Scabbard just above
the ground to the front. The Sword may be carried in the Left hand or hooked
up as for specific occasions.

49.  The Sword will be carried suspended from the Sam Browne Belt and frog except
when a Cross Belt or Sash is worn. Then the Sword will be suspended from the Sword Belt
and Sling. The Sword Belt and Sling is worn with Dress Nol1 and No 4.

SCABBARD

50.  On all Parades the Scabbard will be hooked to the Sword Belt. At other times, the
Sword in the Scabbard will be carried in the Left hand, with the basket to the rear and the
point of the Scabbard forward. Lieutenant Colonel and above Officers are authorised to wear
Silver Sword with Metal Scabbard and Sword Belt and Sling. However, Major and below
Officers also will wear Sword with Metal Scabbard when wearing Cross Belt or Sash with
Dress No 1 at parades as ordered and in other occasions should wear Leather Scabbard with
Sword Frog.

WHIP, CANE AND BATONS

51.  All Officers of Mounted Regiments (SLAC, SLA, SLE, SLSC, MIR, SLASC and
SLCMP) will use Brown/Black colour 27 inch length Whip instead of Sword for Dress No 1,
3, 3A, 4, 4A, 5, 5A, 6, 6A and 6B. All other Regiments will use Brown/ Black colour 21 inch
length Baton/Cane instead of Sward for Dress No 1, 3, 3A, 4, 4A, 5, 5A, 6 and 6A as
specified according to the ranks. Female Officers other than SLCMP will not carry
Whip/Cane/Batons (See Chapter 7).

SASHES

52.  The Sash shall be approximately 2% inch width, without pleats, fastened with a
buckle fitted with horizontal overlapping loops. The Sash is to be worn around the waist,
without covering any button of the Tunic/Jacket, the Tassels hanging from the Left side and
immediately in front of the front sling of the Sword Belt, when the sword is worn. The
Tassels should reach approximately 4 inches below the skirt of the Jacket.

53.  Officers in the Rank of Major General and above will wear Gold colour silk sash with
two Maroon colour line width of ¥ inch whilst Brigadiers and Colonels will wear a full
Maroon Coloured Silk Sash. Sashes will be worn by Officers in the rank of Colonel and
above and Aide-de-Camp with dress No 1, 3 and 4. Officers in the rank of Lieutenant Colonel
and below of SLAC, SLA, SLE, CR, SF and CES will wear Regimental Pattern Sashes with
Dress No 1 (See Chapter 7 and Annex H).

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CHAPTER FOUR

ARMY DRESS REGULATIONS - OTHER RANKS

GENERAL

1. This order lays down the Dress to be worn by all Other Ranks of the Regular and
Volunteer Forces of the Sri Lanka Army. The adoption of unauthorised patterns of Dress,
Clothing and Equipment, Emblems or Embellishments is strictly prohibited. Colonel of the
Regiments/Colonel Commandants and Commanding Officers are to ensure that no deviations
are made from those patterns of uniform, which have been authorised by the Commander of
the Army.

PATTERNS OF MILITARY ACCOUTREMENTS

2. Detail descriptions of military accoutrements of all Regimental Patterns of uniforms,
badges of ranks, buttons, belts, footwear, etc are laid down in these orders. Sealed patterns of
every military accoutrement is kept at the Directorate of Personnel Administration and
Directorate of Ordnance Services for references. The Regimental Centres too should maintain
the Sealed Patterns pertaining to the regiment. These regulations contain illustrations of the
different patterns of uniform.

3. Colonel of the Regiments/Colonel Commandants and Commanding Officers shall not
introduce or sanction any unauthorised deviation from the approved pattern of dress, clothing,

equipment or badge for experimental or any other purpose.

FREE ISSUES

4. All items of kit, equipment and clothing are issued free to all Other Ranks, both in the
Regular Force and Volunteer Force. A soldier also receives free replacements for worn out
items and cleaning and mending material to maintain his uniforms. Therefore, his turnout is
expected to be of a high standard always. Details of such replacements and cleaning material
issues are given in relevant Army Orders.

WARM CLOTHING ALLOWANCE

5. On posting to certain cold weather countries on courses of training, Other Ranks will
receive a Warm Clothing Allowance based on stipulated Government Regulations.

6. Details of existing Warm Clothing Allowance are published in relevant Army Orders
and subject to review from time to time.
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HAIR, MOUSTACHE AND BEARD

7. The laid down procedures for Hair, Moustache and Beard are as follows:
a. Hair.

1) Male.  Other Ranks at all times should have a decent short hair cut in
such a manner that the hair does not touch the ears or the collar of any uniform
worn. The back of the neck should be shaved up to a minimum of 1 cm above
the collar and the sideburns should not be grown below the line of the first cut
of the ear. When wearing headwear, hair should not be visible on the
forehead. Other Ranks are authorised to remain bold headed only on the
recommendation of a Medical Officer and with the approval of Director

Personnel Administration (See Annex A).

2 Female.  Other Ranks who possess long hair will tie up such hair
enabling to wear the headgear. Those who opt to have short hair, will have
their hair done in a manner that the hair does not touch the collar of any
uniform worn (See Annex A).

b. Moustache.  Those who opt to have moustache may grow upward and
circle the end points. Moustaches will not be permitted to drop below the line of the
upper lip. Any hair below the line of the upper lip will be trimmed (See Annex A).

C. Beard.  Other Ranks are not permitted to grow their beard except Other
Ranks who are in the operational strength of Commando, Special Force Regiments
and Military Intelligence Corps. They are permitted to grow beard with the approval
of respective Colonel of the Regiment (See Annex A).

MAINTENANCE OF UNIFORM

8. An Other Ranker is paid a monthly Uniform Upkeep Allowance. Therefore, an Other
Ranker is expected to maintain a high standard of turnout always.

TRANSFERS

9. Other Ranks transferred to another Regiment or Corps should adopt the Dress
Regulations of the new Regiment or Corps.
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WEARING OF UNIFORM

10.  Other Ranks should wear regulation uniforms when on duty, attending field training
camps and schools of instruction, when travelling in service transport and when doing
Courier or Escort duties unless ordered by the Commanding Officer/Head of the
Establishment. When wearing uniform, should always wear a waist belt and appropriate
headwear except when dining in the mess/club or is excused from wearing these items on
medical reasons. Items of clothing issued to Other Ranks will not be worn separately or with
plain clothes. All ranks will wear headdress when appearing outdoors in public in uniform.

11. Other Ranks attending courses of training in Sri Lanka and abroad will wear
authorised uniforms as ordered by the respective Training Institutions.

12.  Other Ranks will not wear uniforms for private purposes or private functions
including weddings without authority from their Commanding Officers. Commanding
Officers/Head of the Establishments may (at their discretion), permit Other Ranks who have
more than six months of service to wear plain clothes when not on duty.

13. No Other Ranks shall leave his quarters, barracks, office and places of work unless
properly dressed.

14.  Other Ranks when walking in open areas/travelling in vehicles should always be
properly dressed.

15.  Every Warrant Officer Class I will wear his/her uniform trousers so that the bottom
parts of the trousers over the Boot High Leg are not tucked for the Dress No 1, 1A, 4, 4A, 6,
6A, 6B and the bottom parts of the trouser should be tucked inside to the Boot High Leg for
the Dress No 4 and 6 when on the parade ground or at a parade. Other than Warrant Officer
Class I, every Male Other Ranker should wear his uniform trousers in a manner where the
bottom parts of the trousers should be tucked inside to the Boot High Leg for every dress
unless in medical category X-BOOT.

16.  Orderlies to the Senior Officers and the Drivers of the Staff and Service Vehicles will
wear Dress No 4 when attending events where the Officers are wearing Dress No 1, 2, 2A, 3
and 4.

OTHER RANKS WILL NOT WEAR UNIFORM

17. Except in attending official social functions nominated by the Army Headquarters and
Regimental Headquarters, Other Ranks are not permitted to wear uniform for private
purposes or functions without the approval from the Commander of the Army.

18.  Other Ranks will not under any circumstances avail themselves for private purposes
of the license and advantages, which accrue from the wearing of uniform. This also applies to
Other Ranks visiting public places or Police Stations for their personal needs.
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19.  Wearing of uniform will be discouraged when walking out/going out shopping.

20. Regulation uniform must not be worn at fancy dress balls etc, however there is no
objection against wearing obsolete military uniform on such occasions.

OTHER RANKS MAY BE DRESSED IN MUFTI

21.  When travelling from or to a railway station/airport/bus stand, or when proceeding or
arriving on duty.

22. When proceeding to or returning from organised games and other recreational
activities, whether as participants or spectators.

23.  When travelling on duty in any public or private conveyance.

FOOTWEAR

28. Drivers other than A and C vehicles will not wear boots which restrict the movement
of the ankle while driving.

1,1A, 2, 6 and 6A. Male Sergeant and above will wear the same shoes for Dress No 2 Mess
Dress. All Female Other Ranks will wear Shoes Leather Black female pattern with lace for
Dress No 1, 1A, 4, 6, 6A, 6B and 10.

30. Tradesmen and others engaged in sedentary duties may wear Rubber-Soled Boots
with the recommendation of a Medical Officer.

31.  Other than above personnel, every Other Ranker should wear Boot High Leg for
uniforms. If an Other Ranker is medically categorised as ‘Ex-Boot’, he/she will be authorised
to wear Rubber Soled Sandal (Black) instead of Boot High Leg. Boots, shoes and other types
of footwear worn with uniform, will at all times be polished and clean.

32. Shoes of suede leather, or ornamental pattern highly coloured or with fancy fastenings
are not to be worn with uniform (See Chapter 7 and Annex E).

33. Dark Blue, Black or Olive Green socks are only be worn with their respective order of
dress. Socks of fancy design or of unauthorised colour are not to be worn.

Nevertheless
name is not include in the tag.

LANYARDS

39.  All Male Other Ranks of all Regiments/Corps will wear Regimental Pattern Lanyard
However Warrant Officers Calss | of SLAC will not wear Lanyard for Dress No 4. SLCMP
Other Ranks will not wear lanyard when on field duties with Dress No 4 and 6. Female Other
Ranks other than SLCMP and SLAWC will wear lanyards on authorised side of the shoulder
with Dress No 4, 6A and 6B. Lanyards may be worn round the left/right shoulder with the
end curving up to a paint on the breast pocket near the button. Patterns for Regimental
Lanyards as given in this Regulation should be worn with the knotted end to the rear. Detail
Patterns of Regimental Lanyards are illustrated in Chapter 7 and Annex F of this regulation.

BADGES AND TAGS

40. Other Ranks may only wear following authorised badges and tags as ordered in Sri
Lanka Army Badge Regulations. For details see the Sri Lanka Army Badge Regulations (See
Chapter 9).

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JEWELLERY AND TRINKETS

41.  Other Ranks are not authorised to wear any jewellery/trinkets such as charms,
talismans, bracelets and chains etc. visibly other than the wedding/engagement ring with their
uniform. Female Other Ranks may wear authorised pattern earrings and no dangled earring
allowed (See Annex G).

WRIST WATCHES

42. Wrist watches will not be worn on parade and highly coloured or fancy type wrist
watches are not to be worn with uniform.

MOURNING BANDS

43.  When attending state or service funerals, Warrant Officers will wear black colour
crepe or cloth Mourning Band of the size of 9.5 cm wide, around the left shirtsleeve of Dress
No 4. It should not be worn at ceremonies such as Remembrance Day parades or at Unveiling
of Memorials. Warrant Officers when in uniform in Non-military Mourning may, wear a
Mourning Band as described above.

OVERALLS
44.  Colonel of the Regiment/Colonel Commandant/Commanding Officer may authorise
denims or ‘denim overalls, of approved pattern to be worn in lieu of normal dress in

workshops, on operations, recovery, weapon training, and Battle Physical Training.

SHIRT SLEEVES

46.  Shirt sleeves in Dress No 4 will be folded above the elbow by Male Other Ranks in a
manner that the width of the fold is not less than 6 cm and not more than 8 cm
(approximately 2% inch).
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47.  Shirt sleeves of Dress No 7 and 8 will be folded above the elbow in a manner where
printed area of camouflage and sleeve buttons are visible when folded. Width of the fold is
not less than 6 cm and not more than 8 cm (approximately 2% inch). These uniforms may be
worn with long sleeves when ordered for special occasions.

48.  The shirt sleeves should be folded to an extent when the arm is bent at right angles at
the elbow the lower edge of the fold just touches the bent lower arm.

49.  The hem of the sleeves of Female Other Ranks should be plain without any cloth
border.

50. Sleeves should not be stitched in such a manner that the sleeve is fit or tight on the
arm.

TROUSERS

51.  All Other Ranks may wear their trousers in a manner when standing up right, the front
pleat from waist band to bottom must not be folded in any way. The diameter of the leg
opening must be within 14 -18 inches and no less or more than that. Trousers should not be
tight or fit on the thigh, calf or instep. The illustration of trousers will be as follows (See
Chapter 7):

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MEDALS

52.  Standard medals will be worn before sunset with Dress No 1, 1A, 4 and 4A. Standard
medals should not be worn with Dress No 1 after sunset unless otherwise ordered.
Miniatures will be worn with Dress No 2 by Warrant Officer Class I. Medals are not worn on
regimental duties and mess functions unless ordered. However, with Dress No 2, Miniatures
are always worn. The correct positioning of medals is illustrated in subsequent diagrams
under these regulations. The order of precedence of medals and decorations will be as
published in Army Orders. For details see Chapter 7 of these regulations.

RIBBONS

53. Ribbons will be worn with Dress No 2 (WO Il & below), 6, 6A and 6B and 4A when
it is worn as a Winter Dress. Ribbons will be of authorised material and will not be covered
over. Ribbons will be worn so that the bottom edge is in line with the top seam of the left side
shirt pocket and centred with the shirt button. The size and order of wear is specified in
Chapter 7 of these Regulations.

SWORDS

54.  Swords in Leather Scabbards will be worn only by RSM of AHQ, ASM of SLMA,
RSM of all Army Training Centres, Regimental Sergeant Majors of RHQs and the Colour
Units/Battalions. However, the swoard will not be drawn unless for training purposes and
special occasions such as when trooping colours. Drill Instructors and student drill instructors
will wear and draw swords for training purposes in parade square. Other Warrant Officers
Class I or lower ranking Other Ranks are not permitted to wear swords.

55.  Slung swords in metal scabbards shall be carried by Warrant Officer Class I
Regimental Sergeant Majors who have qualified as Drill Instructors and Warrant Officer
Class I Drill Instructors only when authorised the sling consists of a set of one Short and one
Long sling. The Short sling is fastened by the square end, to the brass die on the waist belt at
the left hip; the pointed end is fastened to the upper ring of the sword scabbard. The rear
Long sling is fastened by the square end to the brass die in the centre of the back of the waist
belt and the pointed end is fastened to the lower ring of the sword scabbard.

WHISTLE

56.  Silver Colour Whistle should be hooked to the end point of lanyard by all Other
Ranks. Silver Whistle with silver chain will be worn by Other Ranks of SLCMP.
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CANE/WHIP/BATONS

57.  ASMSs/RSMs are authorised to use Canes. All Drill Instructors will carry Pace Sticks.
Cane of Regimental Pattern will be worn by all Regimental Police personnel (See Chapter 7).

SPECIAL POINTS ON DRESS

62. Mixed dress will not be worn under any circumstances. For example, a trouser of
military pattern will not be worn with a civil shirt and vice versa. The same applies to
wearing of military pattern shoes with civilian dress or fancy shoes with uniform.

63. Under no circumstances should military pattern trousers and shirts of two different
shades be worn.

BANDOLIER

64. Leather Brown Bandolier will only be worn by Gunner to Staff Sergeant of Artillery
Regiment.

SASHES
65. A Sash of authorised colours/pattern may be worn across the chest by Sergeants and
Colour Sergeants of Colour Regiments and the Regiments with standards. Warrant Officers

of Regiments, which have received colours/standards, will also wear a sash as authorised.

SECURITY OF KIT

66.  Other Ranks will not lend any items of kit, equipment or clothing issued to them.
They will ensure that their kit and uniforms are always readily available and well maintained
for immediate use.

67. Other Ranks will not keep items of kit, equipment or clothing at their homes or not
allowed to take them outside without prior approval, however, will keep them under lock and
key in a military premises.

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CHAPTER SIX

ARMY DRESS REGULATIONS AND DRESS ORDER — OFFICER CADETS

GENERAL

1. This order lays down the dresses to be worn by all male and female Officer Cadets of
Sri Lanka Military Academy. The adoption of unauthorised patterns of Dress, Clothing and
Equipment, Emblems or Embellishments is strictly forbidden. Commandant, Sri Lanka
Military Academy should ensure that no deviations are made from those patterns of Uniform
which have been authorised by the Commander of the Army. Requests to alter Sri Lanka
Military Academy patterns should be submitted by the Commandant Sri Lanka Military
Academy to Army Headquarters. Changes to approved patterns may be approved only by the
Commander of the Army on the recommendations forwarded by the Army Advisory Board.

PATTERNS OF MILITARY ACCOUTREMENTS

2. Detailed descriptions of military accoutrements of all Sri Lanka Military Academy
patterns of uniforms, badges of ranks, buttons, belts, foot wear etc, are laid down in these
orders. Sealed patterns of every military accoutrement are kept at the Directorate of Personnel
Administration and Directorate of Ordnance Services for references. The Sri Lanka Military
Academy too should maintain the sealed patterns pertaining to the Sri Lanka Military
Academy. These regulations contain illustrations of the different patterns of uniforms.

3. Commandant shall not introduce or sanction any unauthorised deviation from the
approved patterns of dress, clothing, equipment or badges for experimental or any other
purpose.

FREE ISSUES
4. Certain items of equipment are authorised as Free Issues to Officer Cadets.
5. Any Officer Cadet selected for an overseas training courses in cold weather countries

will receive an additional “Warm Clothing Allowance’ based on stipulated regulation. Details
of existing ‘Outfit Allowance’ and ‘Warm Clothing Allowance’ are published in relevant
Army Orders and subject to review from time to time.
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HAIR, MOUSTACHE AND BEARD

6.

The standard laid down procedures for hair, moustache, beard are as follows:

Hair.

(1) Male. Officer Cadets at all times should have a decent short hair cut
in such a manner that the hair does not touch the ears or the collar of any
uniform worn. The back of the neck should be shaved up to a minimum of 1
cm above the collar and the sideburns should not be grown below the line of
the first cut of the ear. When wearing headwear, hair should not be visible on

the forehead (See Annex A).

2 Female.
@ Female Officer Cadets who possess long hair will tie up such
hair enabling to wear the headgear. Those who opt to have short hair,
will have their hair done in a manner that the hair does not touch the

collar of any uniform worn (See Annex A).

(b) For Dress No 11, 11A, 12 and 12A Female Officer Cadets will
plait their hair with black colour ribbon (See Annex A).

Beard. Officer Cadets are not permitted to grow their beard.

Moustache.  Permission will be granted by the Commandant Sri Lanka

Military Academy to those who opt to grow moustache. Moustaches will not be
permitted to droop below the line of the upper lip. Any hair below the line of the
upper lip will be trimmed (See Annex A).

MAINTENANCE OF UNIFORM

7.

The Officer Cadets are paid a monthly Uniform Up Keeping Allowance. Therefore,

Officer Cadets are expected to maintain a high standard of turnout always.

WEARING OF UNIFORM

8.

Officer Cadets should wear regular uniforms when on training, when travelling in

service transport or as ordered by the Commandant, Commanding Officer or Officer
Commanding. When wearing uniform, should always wear a waist belt and appropriate
headdress except when dining in the mess, or being excused from wearing these items on
medical reasons.
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9. Officer Cadets undergoing overseas training courses should wear uniforms authorised
as per the regulation as required by the respective Training Institution.

10.  All Officer Cadets will wear headdress when appearing outdoors in public, in
uniform.

11. Except when attending official social functions nominated by Army Headquarters,
Officer Cadets are not permitted to wear uniform for private purposes or functions without
the approval from Commander of the Army.

12. Officer Cadets will not under any circumstances avail themselves for private
purposes of the license and advantages which accrue from the wearing of uniform. This also
applies to Officer Cadets visiting public places or Police Stations for their personal needs.

13.  Wearing of uniform should be discouraged when walking out/going out on shopping.
14.  Officer Cadets must not wear uniforms for any occasion other than when following
courses unless ordered to do so. Permission to wear uniforms in foreign countries has to be

obtained in advance.

15. Regular uniforms must not be worn at fancy dress balls etc, however there is no
objection against wearing obsolete military uniform on such occasions.

OFFICER CADETS MAY BE DRESSED IN MUFTI

16.  When traveling from or to a Railway Station/Airport/Bus Stand, or when proceeding
or arriving on training.

17.  When proceeding to or returning from organised games and other recreational
activities, whether as participants or spectators.

18. When travelling on training in any public or private conveyance.

HEADDRESS

19.  All Officer Cadets will wear Side Hat Ceremonial Red, White and Black for Dress No
1, 2 and 4. Beret Blue for Dress No 6 (Only Under Officers will wear Side Hat Ceremonial
Red, White and Black for Dress No 6). Helmet Steel for Dress No 6 (Jungle Cap/Cap
Comforter to be worn when ordered). Jungle Cap for Dress No 7 (See chapter 7, Annex B).

GORGET PATCHES

20.  All Officer Cadets will wear Collar Gorget White for Dress No. 1, 4, and 6.
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INSIGNIA

21.  Officer Cadets will wear metal/cloth ranks (white and black) and Company Shoulder
Tags as ordered (See chapter 7).

SPECTACLES

22.  Tinted spectacles should not be worn with uniform unless authorised by a Medical
Officer on medical reasons.

SPECIAL POINTS ON DRESS

23. Mixed dress will not be worn under any circumstances. For example a trousers of
Military Pattern will not be worn with a civil shirt and vice versa. The same applies to
wearing of Military pattern shoes with civilian dress or fancy shoes with uniform.

24, Under no circumstances should Military pattern trousers and shirts of two different
shades be worn.

60.  Various patterns of footwear worn by Officers and Other Ranks of Sri Lanka Army
will be discussed below (See Annex E).

BOOTS

61. Black leather tall Boots (Armoured Corps Pattern) will be worn only by personnel of
the Sri Lanka Armoured Corps, and Sri Lanka Corps of Military Police personnel detailed for
President’s Guard and Motor Cycle Escorts of VVIPs/VIPs on ceremonial occasions. Black
leather tall Boots (Mechanized Infantry pattern) will be worn only by all Mechanized Infantry
Regiment personnel, Brown leather tall Boots will be worn only by personnel of Sri Lanka
Artillery and Commando Regiment. All others will wear Black Vulcanized Boots High Leg
(General Pattern).

BROGUE UPPERS

62. Brogue Uppers will be worn only by all male Officers with Dress No 1, 2 and 2A.
Further, Major and above male Officers are authorized to wear Brogue Uppers with Dress No
4, 4A, 5, 5A, 6 and 6A ; however it is compulsory to wear Boot high leg with Dress No. 4
when becomes a member of a parade. Captain and below Officers are not authorized to wear
Brogue uppers with Dress No 4, 4A, 5, 5A, 6 and 6A. At Drill Parades where No 1 Dress is
worn, it is customary for those taking part to wear Black ankle boots in lieu of Brogue
Uppers. Brogue Uppers will be worn by Officers who are not taking part in the Parade.

SHOES

63.  Shoes will be of the lace-up variety and will be with a toe-cap. Sealed patterns of
authorized designs are kept at Army Headquarters.
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64. Officers of field ranks and above may wear Brogue Uppers/Black Shoes/Brown Shoes
as appropriate when inspecting a Parade. Other Officers are not authorized to wear shoes
when taking part in a parade.

SPURS

65.  All Officers of Sri Lanka Armoured Corps, Sri Lanka Artillery, Sri Lanka Engineers,
Sri Lanka Signal Corps, Sri Lanka Army Service Corps and Sri Lanka Corps of Military
Police may wear Spurs with Dress No 1, 2 and 2A.

TYPES OF BOOT HIGH LEG

66. Boot High Leqg Black Leather Sole (Military Pattern). Black leather with black

rubber sole. Tongue to come up to the top of the boot and be stitched to side leathers up to the
top, with adequate free leather to permit foot to be slipped in. No loop on the top back.

Double stitch from sole to back of boot top and from top of the boot to end of lacings at the

boot front. Treble stitch on the rear of the toe cap and from top of instep to sole in front.

SUPPORT GROUP PATTERN (GREY)

67.  Care of Shoes. The most important point in preserving and prolonging the useful
life of good shoes is to place them on properly fitted trees as soon as they are removed. They
will then dry in correct shape, without wrinkles and be comfortable when worn again.

68.  Clean them as required. Saddle soap does well. Castile or other mild soap is a good
cleaning agent for leather. The application of coat upon coat of polish without intermediate
cleaning, merely piles polish on dirt. Leather which becomes dry or lifeless may be restored

with leather dressings, or by a light application of neat’s- foot oil applied on the flesh side.
Use good polishes, store and carry reliable brands.

69.  Shoes of Black or Brown leather is to be worn at the discretion of these regulations.

Shoes of suede leather other than approved patterns or ornamental pattern, highly coloured or
with fancy fastening are not to be worn.

79.  Aiguillettes are worn by Lieutenant Colonel and above Officers and Aides-de-Camp
to His Excellency the President/General Officers. Type of Aiguillettes worn are as follows
(See Annex F):

a. Aiguillettes No 1A Gold Cord. Commander of the Army and Officers in

the rank of General and above on right shoulder for Dress No 1, 2, 3 and 4.

b. Aiguillettes No 2A Gold Cord. General Officers and Brigadiers on left
shoulder for Dress No 1, 2, 3 and 4.

C. Aiguillettes No 1B Gold and Red Orris Basket Cord.  Aide-de-Camp to
His Excellency the President on right shoulder for Dress No 1.

d. Aiguillettes No 2B Gold and Red Orris Basket Cord.  Military Assistants
and Aides-de-Camp to General Officers on left shoulder for Dress No 1, 2, 3 and 4.

The back is fitted
on under the shoulder strap by means of a button or stud. Two guild metal tags are at the

SWORDS

89.  Sword of General Officers.  Officers in the rank of Major General and above and
Aide-de-Camp to His Excellency the President shall carry the ceremonial pattern ‘Kastana’
Sword, the National Sword of Sri Lanka, which is also on the Army Emblem as Cross
Swords. The Sword shall have a carved hilt of horn overlaid with silver. The pommel with a
‘Seranendiya’ head with stones of Red, Blue and Green. The knuckle guard begins and
terminates with ‘Seranendiya’ heads facing away from the hilt with a face in between, the
eyes of which shall be Red stones. The tongue of the top ‘Seranendiya’ head forms a ring and
joined to its neck. A ‘Seranendiya’ head motif forms a quill ion opposite the start of the
knuckle guard. Two more ‘Seranendiya’ heads facing downwards form a quill ion at the start
of the blade. The hilt is set in stones as shown in the figure. The blade is curved with a single
edge, scimitar type. The scabbard is in Silver covered in ‘Liyapathwela’ bordered by a
‘Pala pethi’ or a series of lotus petals. There shall be silver rings for the loops of the Sword
sling. The edge of the Scabbard will be scalloped.

SWORD GENERAL PURPOSE

90.  The General Purpose Sword may be worn by the all officers in the rank of Brigadier
and below. Regimental Sergeant Majors are permitted to wear the General Purpose Sword
while on parades, but not to draw the sword unless specially ordered. Officer Cadets and the
Drill Instructors are also permitted to carry swords during training.

91.  Types of General Purpose Swards are as follows:

a. The Cavalry Sword. The cavalry sword is used by the Sri Lanka Armoured
Corps. This is an adoption of the British Army cavalry sword, which is a thrusting
sabre. The blade is narrow in size to match the characteristic of a thrusting sabre and
it ends in a sharp ‘spear’ point. The grip is crafted with wood and is clenched with
gold plated copper wire. The large pommel is decorated with traditional ‘Liyawela’
design. The length of the sward is 96.52 cm and weight is 750 grams.
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b. The Artillery Sword. The Sword used by the Sri Lanka Artillery is
inherited by the Royal Artillery. The Sword is characterized by a slightly curved and
spear pointed carbon steel blade. The hilt is a half basket comprised of three fluted
bars which have been intricately made of nickel plated steel. The grip is crafted with
wood and is clenched with gold plated copper wire. The pommel is created using
stepped design. The general length of the Artillery Sword will be 43.10 inches and the
cutting edge will be 34.7 inches long. Sword weighs around 900 grams.

C. The Infantry Sword. The Infantry Sword is used by all Regiments exept
SLAC and SLA. The Infantry Sword of the Sri Lanka Army shall be 38 inches long
and weigh 750 grams. The pommel or the hilt shall be as shown in the diagram and
shall have a Lotus Flower design, ‘Liyapath Wela’ around it with some perforated
parts. The ‘Janaraja’ Emblem is placed on the knuckled area as shown on the other
side of the handle. There shall be a tapering ‘Liyawela’ and ‘Wee Karala’ as per
dimension given. The blade shall be of steel and shall have the under mention etching
on both sides in the following order. A 1% inch Sri Lanka Army Emblem facing along
the blade 5/8 inch above the hilt, an Oval ‘Nelum Mala’ of design shown (1% inch). A
‘Salmal Wela’ of five flowers 6 ¥ inch long %inch wide, the ‘Janaraja’ Emblem 1’ in
height. A ‘Liyapah Wela’ slightly tapering from 6/10’ to 4 inch of the same design as
on the hilt followed by ‘LiyapathWela’ of design shown, 3 %2 inch ‘Kadupul Mala’ 1
Y inch by % inch. There shall be a groove or cut away as shown. Most symbols from
the ‘Nelum Mala’ to portion of the last ‘Liyapath Wela’ is in this groove.

92.  Silver or Black/Brown Leather scabbards can be used with this sword. The Silver
scabbard has slightly tapering grooved ‘Liyapath Wela’ design up to the middle ring. There
shall be two silver rings for the loops of the Sword sling. The shape of the scabbard tip will
be of flat design as shown. Black/Brown Leather scabbard does not have any design and it is
of plain leather.
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93.  Slings of Sword Belts and Sword knots will be as follows:

a. Sri Lanka Armoured Corps, Sri Lanka Artillery, Sri Lanka Engineer and
Sri Lanka Signals Corps: Slings embroidered in Gold.

b. Sri Lanka Light Infantry, The Gemunu Watch, Sri Lanka Army General
Service Corps, Sri Lanka Army Rifle Corps and Sri Lanka Pioneer Corps: Slings
embroidered in Silver.

C. Sri Lanka Sinha Regiment, Gajaba Regiment, Vijayabahu Infantry Regiment,
Military Intelligence Corps, Sri Lanka Army Service Corps, Sri Lanka Army Medical
Corps, Sri Lanka Army Ordnance Corps, Sri Lanka Electrical and Mechanical
Engineers and Sri Lanka Corps of Military Police: Slings embroidered in Black and
Gold.

SWORD KNOT

94.  Sword Knot Gold General Officers Pattern.  Cord or Sword strap - Sword Knot
or Sword strap, woven Gold colour metallic lace and twist crimson colour threads. Loop
should be braided gold colour bristles with crimson colour threads. Knot (Acorn) - should be
braided gold colour bristle with crimson colour threads. This will be worn by Major General
and above Officers.
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95.  Sword Knot Gold/Silver Pattern.  Cord or sword strap - Sword Knot or Sword
strap, woven Gold/Silver colour metallic lace and plain. Loop should be braided gold colour
bristles. Knot (Acorn) - should be braided gold colour bristle. This will be worn by Brigadier
and below Officers. The design will be same as Gold General Officer Pattern.

End of Waist Belt fixed leather parts. Belt shall have 7 pairs of Gold colour eyelets made out
from brass material.

(Small) - The dark red leather strip is covered with gold bullion lace material and fastens with
a brass stud button showing on each side. 2x Annex Part - Annex Part is made out of dark red
leather. Beginning of leather strip with fixed brass Two Lion Heads Buckle and stud button
round shape. End of annex part with 01 button hole.

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CHAPTER NINE

21.  Section 143 of the Army Act states, Every person, other than a person subject to
military law, who:

a. Without lawful authority uses or wears any military decoration or medal, or
medal ribbon, or any badge, wound stripe, or emblem supplied or authorized by the
President or any imitation there of which is calculated to deceive

or
b. Falsely represents himself to be a person who is or has been entitled to use or
wear any such decoration, medal, or medal ribbon, badge, wound stripe, or emblem

or
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C. Without lawful authority or excuse supplies or offers to supply any such
decoration, medal, medal ribbon, badge, wound stripe, or emblem to any person not
authorized to use or wear it shall be guilty of an offence and shall, on conviction after
summary trial before a Magistrate, be liable to a fine not exceeding two hundred
Rupees or to simple or rigorous imprisonment for a term not exceeding three months,
provided that nothing in this section shall be deemed to prohibit the wearing or supply
of any ordinary regimental badge or any brooch or ornament representing it by or to
any person who is not a member of the regiment to which the badge belongs.

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CHAPTER ELEVEN

STAR PLATES, FLAGS/PENNANTS AND METAL PLATES

STAR PLATES

1. Star Plates will be displayed only on service vehicles bearing Army Registration
numbers when the entitled Officer is actually present in the vehicle. At all other times the star
plates will be kept covered with a Black Rexene cap.

2. The following rules and regulations will apply other than the above:
a. Star Plates.
Q) Cars. Right side (in front) and left side (at the rear) of the vehicle.

2 Jeeps.  Same as for cars.

b. Colour. Colour of the stars will be silver and the colour of the plates will
be red.
C. Size of Stars. Size of the stars will be 2.75 inches and the star will be a

five cornered one.

d. Size of Plates.  Size of the plates will be as follows:
1) Field Marshal - 18 747 x 4 V4 “with five star.
2 General - 14 % x 4 /4 with four stars.

3) Lieutenant General 11 % x 4 '4” with three stars.

(5) Brigadier - 4 V4" x 4 /4~ with one star.
FLAGS

3. The following rules and regulations will apply in respect of flags flown on service
vehicles by Officers in the rank of Brigadier and above:

a. A car flag may be flown by an Officer wearing civilian clothes on duty, if the
Officer considers it desirable.

b. An Officer is not to fly the flag of his superior Officer when acting as his
representative, but he is to fly the flag, if any, to which he is entitled.
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C. A Defence Attaché or Advisor who is also accredited as a single Service
Attaché or Advisor may fly the car flag of his own Service when attending functions
relating to that Service.

d. Only field commanders (Flag Officers - Brigadiers and above) fly flags on
their cars. Flag Officers, other than Commandants of Army Training Establishments
holding staff appointments do not fly flags on their cars.

e. The Brigade Commanders flag will be flown on his vehicle only by a
Brigadier who is in Command of a Brigade.

f. Brigade Commanders should fly their flags on their vehicles only within their
area of responsibility. Brigade Commanders may fly flags outside their area only for
military ceremonial occasions.

g. Only the Commander of the Army’s and the Field Marshal’s flag will be
decorated with Gold colour tassels stitched on the edges of the flag except the edge
fixed onto the car flagpole.

h. Subject to these general rulings, commanders may limit the flying of flags
when they consider the political or local circumstances in the area make it desirable to
do so.

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CHAPTER TWELVE

DECORATIONS AND AWARDS

GENERAL

1. All ranks shall wear their Orders, Decorations and Medals in a certain sequence on
the left breast, the position of priority being the centre of the chest.

2. Sequence.  The sequence is as follows:

a. Parama Weera Vibhushanaya.
b. Weerodhara Vibhushanaya.

C. Sri Lanka Orders.

d. Sri Lanka Decorations.

e. Sri Lanka Medals.

f. Foreign Orders in order of date of award.
g. Foreign Decorations in order of date of award.
h. Foreign Medals in order of date of award.
3. Orders.  Orders are awarded for very distinguished service or for continuous good

service, not always in the field and are reserved generally for higher ranks. The precedence of
Sri Lanka Orders when instituted by the government will be published when applicable.

4. Decorations. Decorations are awarded for distinguished acts of bravery or good
service usually in action before the enemy. The Parama Weera Vibushanaya and the
Weerodhara Vibhushanaya are in a class by themselves as they are awarded for individual
acts of gallantry and conspicuous bravery of the most exceptional order and will take
precedence over all Sri Lanka Orders.

5. Medals.  Medals fall into four distinct groups as follows:
a. Medals for Gallantry in action or for saving life during peace time.
b. Medals for War Service.
C. Medals for Long Service and Good Conduct.
d. Commemorative Medals.

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6. Bars. These are additions to the medal to indicate that the wearer has been awarded
the decoration/medal on a subsequent occasion. Bars are generally awarded for service
awards connected with gallantry.

7. Clasps.  This is an alternative term for bars, generally awarded to indicate further
service in awards connected with Long Service.

8. Occasions when Ribbons, Standard Medals and Miniatures are Worn.
Generally, these will be worn as ordered. The following guidelines are however to be
followed.

a. Ribbons. Worn with working dresses and with Dress No 1 Ceremonial
(Blues/Greens) after sunset.

b. Standard Medals. Worn by serving Officers and Other Ranks on all
occasions with the appropriate dress as ordered. Standard medals are not worn for
indoor functions with Dress No 1 Ceremonial (Blues/Greens) after sunset. Standard
medals are worn by retired Officers and Other Ranks on the shirt/blazer/suit
jacket/saree etc. for state and military ceremonies. Medals are always worn on the left
side of the chest. Medals are worn in a one row and the length of the medal row
should not exceed following measurements:

1) 1 to 4 medals in the row

All medals must fully face the front.

2) 5 - 10 medal in the row Size of the row is 5.5 inches.

3) 10 - 15 medals in the row Size of the raw is 6 inches.

4) 15 or more medals in a raw Size of the raw is 6.5 inches.

C. Miniature Medals.

12.  Army personnel are not allowed to accept and wear Foreign Orders, Decorations and
Medals without first obtaining His Excellency the President’s sanction, but no permission is
necessary to accept a Foreign Medal if such a medal is not to be worn.

13.  Permission to accept and wear Foreign Orders, Decorations and Medals is only
granted, as a rule, in cases where they have been earned during war or for life saving.

14.  Wearing of Orders, Decorations and Medals Awarded to Others. Under any
circumstances serving Officers and Other Ranks will not wear Orders, Decorations and
Medals awarded to others including deceased persons.

15. Wearing of Medals and Ribbons on Uniform. Diagrams at paragraph 19, 20
and 21 show the correct positioning of medals including Miniatures and Ribbons on various
types of uniform.

16. Ribbons. Only issue type of Ribbons will be worn. Ribbons will be worn as per
laid down procedure in Army Dress Regulation at the top of the left breast pocket and will be
entered as indicated. Ribbons turned out in plastic or any other material will not be worn.
Ribbons will not be covered with any transparent material.

17. Each row of ribbons will not exceed four in number. The height of each Ribbon will
be 1.5 cm.
