Decree N°2018/514 of 22 October 2018 to reorganize
the General Certificate of Education (GCE) Board

The President of the Republic,

Mindful of the Constitution;

Mindful of Law No2017/10 of 12 July 2017
to lay down the General Rules and Regulations
Governing Public Establishments;

Mindful of Decree NO.76/555/PR of 24 No-
vember 1576 bearing on the institution of
“General Certificate of Education Examinations
in Cameroon ;

Mindful of Decree NO.93/172 of 1 July 1993
creating the General Certificate of Education
(GCE) Board, as amended and supplemented
by Decree No.97/045 of 5 March 1997 ;
Mindful of Decree NO.95/035 of 24 February
1995 to organize Secondary Education "Bac-
calauréat” examinations, as amended and
supplemented by Decree No. 97/046 of 5
march 1997 ;

Mindful of Decree NO.2011/408 of 9 De-
cember 2011 to organize the Government,
as amended and supplemented by Decree
NO.2018/190 of 2 March 2018,

Hereby decrees as follows:

CHAPTER |
GENERAL PROVISIONS

Article 1 : This decree reorganizes the General

Certificate of Education (GCE) Board here in

after referred to as “the Board",

Article 2: (1) The Board is an administrative

public establishment.

(2) The Board shall be endowed with legal

personality and financial autonomy.

(3) Its Headquarters shall be in Buea.

(4) The Board of Directors may create Regional

and Liaison Offices as need arises.

Article 3 : (1) The corporate purpose of the

Board shall be the organization throughout

the national territory of the following exami-

nations :

(i) the General Certificate of Education Exam-
ination Ordinary Level ;

(ii) the General Certificate of Education Ex-
amination Advanced Level ;

(iiiythe Technical and Vocational Education
Examination Intermediate Level ;

(iv) the Technical and Vocational Education
Examination Advanced Level ;

(v) the Professional Certification Examination.

(2) The examinations mentioned in Article 3

(1) above shall lead to the award of the fal-

lowing certificates:

(i) the General Certificate of Education Or-
dinary Level (GCE O/Level), for candidates
who pass the General Certificate of Educa-
tion Examination at the Ordinary Level;

(i) the General Certificate of Education
Advanced Level (GCE A/Level), for candi-
dates who pass the General Certificate of

Education Examination at the Advanced
Level;

(iii) the Intermediate Technical Certificate
(ITC), for candidates who pass the Technical
and Vocational Education Examination
marking the end of the first cycle;

(iv) the Advanced Technical Certificate
(ATC), for candidates who pass the Tech-
nical and Vocational Education Examination
marking the end of the second cycle;

(v) the Advanced Professional Certificate
(APC) for the following :

- candidates who are holders of the Interme-
diate Technical Certificate having at least
three (3) years of working experience, and
who pass the Professional Certification
Examination;

- candidates who are holders of the Advanced
Technical Certificate having at least one (1)
year of working experience, and who pass

i

the Professional Certification Examina-
tion;

- candidates who have completed vocational
education and who pass the Professional
Certification Examination.

(3) In view of attaining its corporate purpose

as specified in the preceding paragraph, the

Board shall:

- offer technical advice on the design and
other aspects of learning syllabuses for sec-
ondary education institutions:

- collaborate with other organizations and in-
stitutions responsible for similar examinations
in Cameroon and elsewhere ;

- conduct and contract research and studies
on examinations and other aspects of edu-
cation;

-demand and receive from any candidate
sitting its examinations such fees as shall
from time to time be determined by the
Board of Directors and approved by the Min-
ister in charge of Secondary Education

- enter into contracts, borrow, establish trusts,
act as frustees solely or jointly with any
other persons, employ and act through
agents in accordance with regulations in
force;

- Ccept gifts, grants and legacies but without
obligation to accept same for a particular
purpose unless the Board of Directors ap-
proves the terms and conditions attached
thereto ;

- undertake other income-generating activities
approved by the Minister in charge of Sec-
ondary Education upon the recommendation
of the Board of Directors ;

- confirm the authenticity of certificates issued
by the Board upon request by the govern-
ment, public institutions, learning institutions,
employers and other interested parties;

- issue replacement certificates to candidates
of its examinations upon proof of loss of
the original;

- advise any public institution on the devel-
opment and use of any system of assessment
when requested to do so, and in accordance
with such terms and conditions as shall be
mutually agreed between the Board and
the public institution.

Article 4 : (1) The Ministry in charge of Sec-
ondary Education shall be the technical su-
pervisory authority of the Board.
As such, the Minister in charge of Secondary
Education shall ensure that the resolutions
of the Board of Directors comply with the
laws and regulations in force as well as with
government policy and guidelines on education,
subject to the powers entrusted to the Board
of Directors.

(2) All certificates issued by the Board shall

be signed by the Minister in charge of Sec-

ondary Education, the Vice Chancellor of the

University of Buea and the Registrar of the

Board.

Article 5 : The Ministry in charge of Finance

shall be the financial supervisory authority

of the Board.

As such, the Minister in charge of Finance

shall ensure that the resolutions of the Board

of Directors having a financial incidence as
well as all the finance-related management
operations of the Board comply with state
policy, laws and regulations governing public

finance. In addition, the Minister may order a

review or an audit of the Board's accounts.

Article 6 : The Minister in charge of Secondary

Education and the Minister in charge of

Finance, in collaboration with the Board of

Directors, shall, each in their own sphere of

competence, monitor the performance of the
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Board which notifies all of the three organs
cited above with documents and information
relating to its activities.

CHAPTER Il
MANAGEMENT ORGANS
Article 7 : The management organs of the
Board shall be
- the Board of Directors ;
- the Registry.
SUB-CHAPTER |
THE BOARD OF DIRECTORS
Article 8 : (1) The Board of Directors shall
comprise seven (7) members including the
Chairperson.
(2) Apart from the Chairperson, the Board of
Directors shall comprise the
following:
- one (1) representative of the Presidency of
the Republic;
- one (1) representative of the Prime Minister's
Office;
-one (1) representative of the Ministry in
charge of Secondary Education;
-one (1) representative of the Ministry in
charge of Finance;

-one (1) representative of the staff of the
Board elected by their peers.
Article 9: (1) The Chairperson and the Mem-
bers of the Board of Directors shall be ap-
pointed by decree of the President of the Re-
public for a three (03) year term, renewable
once.
(2) The Members of the Board of Directors of
the Board shall be appointed by Decree of
the President of the Republic, upon the pro-
posal of the Administrations they represent
for a three (03) year term, renewable once.
Article 10 : (1) A Board member's term of
office shall end in one or any of the following
cases:
-upon loss of the status that prompted the
appointment ;
-through dismissal following gross misconduct
or activities incompatible with the
duties of Board member ;
-upon the expiration of the term of office;
-upon death or resignation.
(2) In the cases provided for in paragraph (1)
above, the Board member shall be replaced
following the same procedure as the one that
appointed them.
Article 11 : (1) Six (6) months prior to the
expiration of a Board member's term of office,
the Board Chairperson shall contact the insti-
tution represented by the member concerned,
requesting his replacement.
(2) No member shall participate in Board ses-
sions once their mandate has expired.
(3) In the case where the mandate of the
Chairperson of the Board of Directors expires,
the Minister in charge of Secondary Education
shall contact the Authority vested with the
power to appoint. :
(4) In case a Board member dies in the course
of his mandate or where a Board member can
no more exercise his mandate, the institution
he represented shall designate another Board
member for the rest of the term of office.
Articie 12 : (1) The Board of Directors shall
have powers to define and guide general
policy and assess the management of the
Board, within the limits defined in its corporate
purpose, and subject to the laws and regula-
tions in force. In that regard, it shall ;
- set the objectives and approve the perform-
ance projects of the Board, in accordance
with the overall goals of Secondary Education;
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-adopt the budget together with the per-
formance project of the Board, and close the
books;

-approve the annual performance reports;

-adopt the organizational chart and internal
regulations ;

-authorize the recruitment of all staff, on the
recommendation of the Registrar, upon the
approval of the Board of Directors ;

-authorize the dismissal of staff after approval
by the Registrar;

-appoint, on the recommendation of the
Registrar, persons to dut y posts, from the
rank of sub-director and persons ranking as
such ;

-accept ail gifts, legacies and subsidies ;

-approve performance contracts and ail other
agreements, including loans, prepared by the
Registrar and having budgetary implications;

- authorize ail transfers of movable and im-
movable, tangible or intangible property, in
accordance with laws and regulations in
force;

- ensure compliance with rules of governance
and carry out audits to ensure sound man-
agement of the Board;

- fix staff remunerations and benefits, in com-
pliance with laws and regulations in force,
and budget estimates ;

- fix the monthly remunerations and benefits
of the Registrar and Assistant Registrar, in
compliance with the laws and regulations in
force;

- fix the amount of allowances and benefits
of the Chairperson, as weil as the sitting al-
lowances of members of the Board of Direc-
tors in compliance with laws and regulations
in force.

(2) The Board of Directors may delegate some

of its powers to the Registrar of the Board,

Article 13 : The Registrar of the Board shall

be the Secretary of the sessions of the

Board. Article 14 : (1) Convened by its Chair-

person, the Board of Directors shall meet at

least two (2) times a year in ordinary session
as follows :

-take down minutes of the warking sessions
of the Board of Directors in which he partici-
pates in an advisory capacity ;

-prepare resolutions of the Board of Directors
and ensure their application;

-manage the movable and immovable, tangible
and intangible property of the Board, in com-
pliance with the corporate purpose of the
GCE Board and the powers vested in the
Board of Directors.

(2) The Registrar may delegate some of his

powers to his collaborators.

Article 22: The Registrar shall represent the

Board in ail matters of civil life and before
the law.
Article 23 : (1) The Registrar or eventually
his Assistant, shall be answerable to the
Board of Directors which may, in compliance
with the laws and regulations in force, penalize
them in case of gross negligence or misconduct
in management likely to undermine the smooth
functioning or tarnish the image of the Board.
(2) In the case envisaged in paragraph (1)
above, the Chairperson of the Board of Direc-
tors has to convene an extraordinary session
during which the Registrar or his Assistant is
questioned.

Article 24 : The Board of Directors can take
sanctions against the Registrar or his Assistant
pursuant to the law on public establishments,
Article 25 . In case the Registrar or his Assis-
tant is sanctioned, the Board of Directors
shall take appropriate measures to ensure
the smooth functioning of the Board.
Article 26 : (1) Where the Registrar is tem-
porarily absent, his Assistant shall assume

to death, resignation or expiration of mandate,
the Board of Directors shall take appropriate
measures to ensure the smooth functioning
of the Board, while waiting for the appointment
of a new Registrar.
Article 27 : (1) In order to perform its duties,
the Registrar shall be assisted by an Exami-
nations Executive Committee (EEC).
{2) The Examinations Executive Committee
(EEC) shall issue academic or pedagogic opinion
related to the organization of examinations
that fall under the competence of the Board.
Article 28 : (1) The Examinations Executive
Committee shall comprise the following :
Chairperson: The Registrar of the Board;
Members:
-the Assistant Registrar;
-two (2) pedagogic inspectors in charge of
subjects examined at the GCE Board;
-Director in charge of Examinations at the
Ministry in charge of
-Secondary Education;
-Head of Department in charge of Test De-
velopment and Research ;
-Head of Department in charge of Test Ad-
ministration;
-A representative of the Ministry in charge of
Sports competent in the domain of Sports
syllabuses ; .
-Test Administration Officers ;
-Research and Test Development Officers ;
-Chairpersons of examinations sub-commit-
tees ;
-Two subject Assessors ;
-Two Chief Examiners.
(2) The Department in charge of Administration
shall take down minutes of the EEC,
(3) Members of the EEC are designated by
the Administrations they represent.
(4) The EEC shall be constituted by a Decision
of the Registrar of the Board, (5) The Chair-
person of the EEC may invite to a meeting in
an advisory capacity, any person whose com-
petence is required in view of specific points
on the agenda.

PERSONNEL

Article 29 The following may constitute per-
sonnel 01 the Board

-personnel recruited directly by the Board;
~Civil servants on secondment ;

-state employees governed by the Labour
Code placed at the disposal of the Board:
-casual, seasonal and temporary staff whose
terms of recruitment, remuneration and ter-
mination of contract shall be laid down by
the Staff Regulations.
Article 30 : Civil servants on secondment
and State employees placed at the disposal
of the Board shall remain governed by the
Labour Code throughout their employment,
subject to the provisions of the General Rules
and Regulations of the Public Service and
special regulations relating to retirement, in-
crement and end of secondment.
Article 31 ; (1) The civil servants on second-
ment and State employees governed by the
Labour Code, irrespective of their original sta-
ius, shall be fully covered by the Board.

Article 33 : The instrument appointing the
Registrar or the Assistant Registrar shall not
confer on them the status of employee of
the Board unless they were already under an
employment contract with the Board.

CHAPTER IV
FINANCIAL PROVISIONS

SUB-CHAPTER |
RESOURCES

Article 34 : The resources of the Board shall
come from
- internally generated resources ;
- State subventions;
- gifts and legacies.
Article 35: The funds of the Board are public
funds. As such, they are managed according
1o the rules and regulations governing public
accounting.

SUB-CHAPTER II

BUDGET AND ACCOUNTS
Article 36 : (1) The draft annual budget and
the performance project, as well as investment
plans are prepared by the Registrar, and adapt-
ed by the Board of Directors.
(2) The budget is presented in the form of
coherent sub-programmes with public policy
objectives of either the nation or the sector
of secondary education.
Article 37 : The accounts of the Board must
be regular and accurate and must give a true
and fair view of its assets and financial
position.
Article 38 : (1) The budget adopted by the
Board of Directors is forwarded to the Minister
in charge of Finance for approval,
(2)The budget can be executed once adopted
by the Board of Directors pending the contrary
provisions of the laws and regulations in
force.
Article 39 : (1) The Registrar shall be the
chief budget authorizing officer of the Board.
(2) Secondary authorizing officers may be in-
stituted by the Board of Directors on the pro-
posai of the Registrar.

Article 40 : The Board shall practice three
(3) main types of accounting : - budgetary ac-
counting ;

- general accounting ;

- Cost accounting.

- Article 41 : (1) The budget of the Board

must be balanced in revenue and expenditure.
(2) Ali revenue and expenditure of the Board
shall be entered in the budget adopted by
the Board of Directors.

Article 42 : The Registrar shall, within six (6)
months from the close of the financial year,
present to the Board of Directors and, as the
case may be, the Minister in charge of Finance
and the Minister in charge of Secondary Edu-
cation, the administrative and management
accounts as well as the annual performance
reports,

Article 43 ; The Finance Control 1er and the
Accounting Officer appointed to the Board
shall perform their duties in accordance with
the laws and regulations in force, but for con-
trary provisions of international agreements
ratified and published by Cameroon. In this
case, the texts organizing the Board shall
precise the mode of financial management.

CHAPTER V

PUBLIC CONTRACTS
Article 44 : (1) The operations of the Board
shall be subject to the provisions of the Public
Contracts Code.
(2) The Registrar shall be the project owner
of ail the contracts of the Board.
Article 45 : The commission in charge of
public contracts at the Board shall ensure
rules of transparency, competition and fair
prices.

CHAPTER VI
MANAGEMENT OF THE ASSETS
OF THE BOARD
Article 46 : (1 )The Registrar of the Board
shall be responsible for the management of
the patrimony of the Board, under the control
of the Board of Directors.
(2)The management of patrimony involves
the acquisition and transfer of property.
Article 47 . (1) In case of transfer of property
of the Board, the Registrar shall obtain prior
authorization from the Board of Directors. He
shall currently inform the Board of Directors
of the situation of the Board's assets which
should be examined during one of its sessions.
(2) The authorization of the Board of Directors
shall take the form of a resolution adopted
by at least two thirds (2/3) of its members.

CHAPTER VI
MISCELLANEOUS AND
FINAL PROVISIONS

Article 48 : All previous provisions repugnant
to this decree are repealed notably the provi-
sions of Order N°.112/CAB/PM of 12 October
1993 to define and determine the adminis-
trative and financial organization of the General
Certificate of Education Board.

Article 49 : The Minister in charge of Sec-
ondary Education and the Minister in charge
of Finance shall be responsible, each in their
respective spheres of competence, for the
implementation of this decree.

Article 50 : This decree shall be registered,
published according to the procedure of ur-
gency and inserted in the Official Gazette in
English and French.

Decidedly, there seems to be a manifest will to make clearer the procedure
to obtain and refund loans in different financial institutions in the country
in order to boost the national economy. Going by a decision of the Minister
of Finance, hitherto incongruities observed in the procedure of contracting
a bank loan and in the course of refunding it could belong to history,

In fact, a National Loan Repertoire has been created and its organisational
and functional mechanism clearly defined. The essence is to ensure that
the procedures are harmonised, made more comprehensive and accessible
and that all stakeholders play by the rules of the game. The Ministerial de-
cision may look belated to some observers looking at the prejudice unclear

' and haphazard loan delivery and recovery policies have left on creditors

- and debtors; but to others, itis a timely move, Better late than never, they
would say and logically too!

Accusations and counter-accusations of banks overflowing with cash while
the economy yearns for financing, of banks showing discrepancies on the
way they dish out loans and of debtors vanishing with bank loans have
been rife. There are even cases where banks are accused of withholding
certain information to customers when they come for loans only to trap
them during refund. On the other hand, banks have been crying foul of in-
dividuals who run from one bank to the other in search of loans even when
they know that their income cannot conveniently pay back the loans were
the banks to scrupulously follow their monthly deduction rates, There

seems to have been mutual mistrust in the cacophony that at best rubbi-
shed the national economy regrettably at a time the economy needed to
greatly flourish.

There was therefore absolute need to strike a balance. Banks exists for
the population and the growth of the national economy rests on what is
made of the population. Mutual mistrust discredits people who are bound
to go together and transparency instils confidence, No bank would want
to give outloans where refund would be difficult. For they do not fabricate
money butsimply receive from those who want to save for rainy days, sell
to those in need now and take back with interest to keep the chain moving.
Obviously, few or no debtor would risk taking a loan that might cripple
him/her for life,

Giving loans; like banks do, and receiving them; the permanent questofa
visionary population to develop themselves and by extension the eco-
nomy, is a business with win-win implications. Playing a fast one on ano-
ther is awkward. Transparency is thus non-negotiable! ]
