Daniel made his 

Broadway debut in 2015 and continued to shine on Broadway into 2016 as the co-lead role of “Moritz” in 

Spring Awakening, receiving rave reviews in the New York Times, National Public Radio, BBC and more. Daniel 

was a recurring co-star in ABC Family’s Switched at Birth, playing the character of “Matthew” and co-starring 

in their 2013 Peabody-winning episode entitled “Uprising.”  In 2017, Daniel joined forces with Teater Manu for 

performances in Norway and France as the lead role of “Jonas” in Jonas and the Body.  In 2019, Daniel was 

involved in movies, television and theatre, filming Coda, Silent Notes and You (Netflix), as well as performing in 

Canada and France in the production of Black Drum.
